Proficiency Test (JLPT) N5 level. There are two timed segments:

1. Vocabulary & Characters
2. Grammar and Reading

The answer sheet that accompanies this
assessment will also help you calculate your score.

Also note that the answer sheet that accompanies this lesson will indicate which
lecture each question came from and, therefore, where each answer can be found.

After a section is completed, move
on to the next one.

When you are ready, move on to the next page and begin the exam. Reminder: you
may optionally time yourself based on the time recommendations provided at the
beginning of each section.
